Visit the Letters to Loved Ones post box at Penmount Crematorium open event

Letters to Loved Ones post box

A special post box has been installed at Penmount Memorial Gardens so
people can send letters to loved ones who have passed away.

Anyone can put cards, notes or letters in the white box while visiting the
beautiful 28-acre garden at Penmount Crematorium, which is owned and
managed by Cornwall Council.

Inspired by a nine-year-old girl from Nottingham who wanted to write to her
grandparents who had passed away, Letters to Lost Loved Ones post boxes
have been put in place at several cemeteries and memorial gardens across the
country.

It doesn’t matter when or where the loved one passed away, or the funeral
took place, anyone can put their letters, cards or messages in the box. There’s
no need to add a stamp, and the messages will not be read by staff. When the
box is emptied, the contents are shredded and composted.

Each year the crematorium hosts an Open Garden Event and Remembrance
Service. This year’s event will take place on Sunday 29 June, and marks the
launch of the Letters to Lost Loved Ones post box.

Cornwall leading the way with diabetes
support

Around 48,000 people in Cornwall and the Isles of Scilly live with diabetes,
and an estimated 1 in 5 are deaf or have hearing loss.

That’s why NHS Cornwall and Isles of Scilly has worked with Diabetes UK,
Hearing Loss Cornwall and members of the deaf community to create new
diabetes educational films in British Sign Language.

It's part of a growing range of local support that is helping people to manage
their diabetes and take control of their health – from weekly health walks to
diabetes super clinics and support groups.

Summer reading challenge

Cornwall Library Service is inviting children across the Duchy to take part
this year’s ‘story garden’ Summer Reading Challenge.

The challenge, created by The Reading Agency and delivered in partnership
with local libraries, encourages children aged 4-11 to keep reading during the
break from school. There’s also a mini challenge for children aged 0-4.

The challenge officially starts on Saturday 5 July, and this year’s theme, Story
Garden – Adventures in Nature and the Great Outdoors, encourages children
to explore the magical connection between storytelling and nature.

By enjoying 6 library books of their choice – which can be fiction books, fact
books, audiobooks or comics - children collect stickers and earn rewards
throughout the summer holidays. Those who complete the challenge will
receive a medal and certificate.

We’ve received top marks in two
national climate reports for our
work to tackle climate change in
Cornwall.
